There was a beautifully crafted table in the middle of the garden, with 
four chairs around it. Upon the table was set a large bowl of fruit, with 

grape and orange juice to drink. The Lord took my hand and led me 
through the garden. The sun was rising on the horizon before my eyes, 
a golden scene, just as described in the hymn. The light of the risen sun 
shone brilliantly on my eyes with extraordinary colorful radiance. 

The garden of the Father has all kinds of flowers and trees. What 
excited me much was the sun was right before my eyes and full of a 
gentle warmth, the same as the gentle warmth of the Lord’s love.

I said to Him, “Lord, I love You. I have been too busy recently. I have 
not spent enough time expressing my love for You; please forgive me.”

enjoy the flowers and scenery as you please.” 

“Thank You Father for Your gift,” I said. “It’s a delight to me to 
enjoy the flowers with You and the Lord.” 

The Father reply me with a smile. Then Jesus took me to what 
appeared to be the blue sea of crystal spoken of in the hymn. Nearby 
was a huge prairie, covered in lush, green grass.
